Dear Sisters,

„May God our Father and the LORD Jesus Christ
give you grace and peace.”

Recently I have spent five days (April 18 – 22)
in Finland where I have been invited by the
sisters from Finish and Swedish speaking
Baptist Women's Unions. After this travel
everything is fresh in my heart and mind. Generally I can say
that the Lord has blessed in a special way this time together with
Finish sisters. He has given me strength, joy and everything what
I needed to serve to women. It was very busy time. Every day since
Wednesday have been women's meetings in four different cities
of Finland. On Saturday was the women's conference of the
Finish Swedish speaking Union and on Sunday I have privilege to
preach in Vasa Baptist Church where Mai-Britt Vehkaoja presi-
dent of the Swedish Baptist Union works as the pastor. So every
day I traveled mainly by train and have spent every night in dif-
ferent bed but I could  experience love and hospitality of the
Finish sisters and brothers too. Through this new experience I
could see how God works in Finland. In one old Baptist Church
(Finish speaking) in Vajakoski there is a group of believers who have
prayer meetings every morning and they pray for the ministry
and spiritual revival. In another one in Tampere women involved
in mission work in Sierra Leone and just now they are praying for
God's guidance for mission work in another country. 

During the 40th Anniversary Conference of the Finish Swedish
speaking Women's Baptist Union we could see how God worked
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time for me. On thewhole, prayer time is special, but it wassome-
thing deeper.

The situation of women in both the Old and the New
Testament was quite different from the situation of women today.
There were no “women’s rights” at that time. 
But we know women from the Bible, both from the Old and the
New Testament. They were not leaders in our sense of the word,
because that was out of the question at that time. But they were
women that God used in His plans. Let me mention Mirjam and
Ester, whom I am sure all of you know.

The first woman I would like to take a closer look at, is
Mirjam, the sister of Moses and Aron. We have no report on her
life. There are some short accounts on Mirjam.
The first story is when she is watching her little brother in the
basket on the Nile. When Farao’s daughter comes and sees
Moses, Mirjam reacts quickly. Remember she is just a girl, but
she saves her brother’s life. Well, that is some girl, and we know
the rest of the story. 

Then many years pass by, and we hear nothing about
Mirjam. The next we hear about her is during Exodus. Read from
Micah 6,4: I brought you up out of Egypt and redeemed you from the
land of slavery. I sent Moses to lead you, also Aron and Mirjam.
The Israelites cross the Red Sea. After the crossing we read from
Exodus 15,20: Then Mirjam the prophetess, Aron’s sister, took a tam-
bourine in her hand, and all the women followed her, with tambourines
and dancing.
This is one of the first song and music events we hear about in
the Bible, and Mirjam was the leader. She became the women’s
leader, prophetess and leader of song and praise and worship.
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was a special time of prayer when we have been embraced by
French sisters who prayed for us loudly. We have experienced Holy
Spirit touching. After that we have felt strenghten and inspired
by the message from the bible shared to us by two sisters. It was
for me special God's gift and inspiration to pray more for France.

So this is amazing that during such meetings with the sisters we
can give some but much more we usually take from others. There
is also additional very important purpose: "...That they (we) may
be filled with courage and may be drowan together in love, and
so have the full wealth of assurance which true understanding
brings. In this way they (we) will know the secret, which is Christ
himself. He is the key that opens all the hidden treasueres of
God's wisdom and knowledge." (Colssians 2,2).

contrast to the pharisees who did not think that they ever did
anything wrong, and who never needed forgiveness.

Many male preachers have emphasized Mary Magdalene’s
role as a prostitute and all the bad feelings connected with that.
All my life I have asked myself why all the men who bought sex
from Mary never are mentioned. She has become the prototyphe
of the sinful woman. This is something men have enforced upon
women. Jesus is not like that.

Mary follows Jesus, and she serves the Lord. She also organ-
izes other women to serve. She doesn’t try to escape when the
authorities take Jesus, and she follows him to the cross.
She is also the first who comes to Jesus’ grave. It is to her that
Jesus first shows himself after he had risen from the grave. Jesus
tells her to go and bring the good news to the disciples. She goes
and witnesses, but they don’t believe her. Remember that in
those days the testimony of a woman was not valued. But why
did Jesus use Mary to bring the good news? Couldn’t he have
sent a man?

Is this a message to us women, encouraging us to witness?
Do women today dare witness for the leaders of the church like
Mary did, even when the leaders of the church reject women’s
testimony referring to theological documents? Or are we brought
to silence because men lift a warning finger to us?  Mary Magdalene
teaches us something.

Finally in this historical survey I will draw our attention to
Martha and Mary, sisters of Lasarus. I must admit that I always
have had some problems with this text. I have listened to many
sermons on these two sisters, where Martha always was critisized
because she was doing the wrong thing. I always felt that Martha
has been treated unfair by many preachers. I also know that the
same preachers appreciate the good food that they are served
after service!
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Then there is a dramatic change in the relationship between
Mirjam, Moses and Aron. She has been talking against Moses, and
that leads to her FALL. She is no longer a leader, she is jealous
and bitter. She is the oldest, she has gifts as a prophetess, but she
couldn’t be humble and servile to Moses. It has to do with the
wife of Moses. (Also Aron talks against Moses, but only Mirjam
is punished). She got lepracy. But Moses cried out to God to heal
her, and so God did. After 7 days of expulsion from the camp,
she comes back.

The next thing we hear about Mirjam is that she dies. But
her song of praise never dies. What can we as women today learn
from Mirjam? Courage and ability to act, in spite that she was a
woman and all the implications of that in those days.
I love her for her dancing, song of praise and worship. So dear
sisters, let us sing and dance and praise the Lord! 
Could we say that Mirjam was rebellious? In that case I like her,
not that she was rebellious to God, but that she dared to follow
her conviction, in spite of the fact that she was a woman.

Working on this material, I read Esther’s book again. I was
struck by the fate of queen Vasjti, who was dethroned “only”
because she wouldn’t appear in front of king Xerxes and his men.
Now Esther became queen. Her story is a very dramatic one. It
is also in some ways a “Cinderella” story. She was totally under
the great king Xerxes, but God used her in His plan to save His
people. And when Esther pleased the king, she could also have
great influence in politics. I read this story with “new eyes”.

Let us move to the New Testament, and I would like to draw
our attention to Mary Magdalene. She is referred to as the sinful
woman from Luke 7,36–50. “Mary wept and wet the feet of Jesus
with her tears. Then she wiped them with her hair, kissed them and
poured perfume on them.” Luke 7,38.
She was forgiven much, and she loved Jesus from all her heart, in

Ioka Peters informed about her mission among
prostitutes, including those coming from Moldova, in Holland. 

Olga  Mocan, responsible for the Women Ministry in our
Baptist Union, presented the Bible view on the prostitution. 

Vladimir Ubeyvolk, Pastor of Svet Miru Church, gave the
theological response to the traffic problem in Moldova and spoke
about Church mission in this field.   

Ilia Coada told about preventive measures undertaken by
Betania Mission.

On the second day of the conference, November 18, a series
of training sessions was organized:

1. How to start the risk group assisting project; 
2. How to work in the streets;
3. Work experience in Moldova, work experience in Ukraine.

The conference took place due to the kind assistance of Global
Woman (the USA), International Organization for Migration,
Mission to the Republic of Moldova, Svet Miry Baptist Church
and Chisinau College of Theology and Pedagogic.

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If You Value Life…

The human traffic problem in Moldova has become so vexed
that people in various countries started discussing it. Women
traffic has acquired really world scale. Moldovan women become
victims of trade for sexual exploitation. 30% of women aged
15–20, who left for abroad, are considered missing.  

Moldovan women engaged in prostitution can be found in all
European, some Asian countries and even in America. Nearly
one million people, out of 3,400,000 citizens of Moldova, work
abroad due to poverty and unemployment in their own country.
Moldovan workers in foreign countries are exploited, forced to
begging, and there are even cases of selling internals.   

Moldova rates the fourth among the CIS countries in AIDS/
HIV infection level. In 2005, there was 2,800 people registered
as newly infected. 

This grave situation in Moldova was stated by all represen-
tatives who arrived from CIS countries, the USA and Western
Europe to participate in the conference "If You Value Life..." which
took place in the chapel of Chisinau College of Theology and
Pedagogic, in November 17–18. They shared their experience in
the field of working with human traffic victims.  

Representatives of the social organization "Life Beginning",
Vladimir and Julia Ubeyvolk, greeted the guests. A caged white
dove, which symbolized the slaved woman, was chosen to be the
symbol of the conference.  

The conference participants were also greeted by the Bishop
of the Baptist Union of Moldova Valery Ghiletsky. Cindy Dawson
greeted the participants on behalf of Global Women. 

Victor Lutenko told about the situation in Moldova and about
the activities of the International Organization for Migration.
He presented the situation in the form of graphics, showing the

NEWS FROM FRANCE

Each Spring two regional meetings are held in France,
one is in the central west area and the other in the north
east. Here is a brief summary of the two meetings.

CENTRAL WEST MEETING

The subject for the two day meeting was “Forgive, yes, but...?”
and about forty women met together. The speaker was Imke Genee
who spoke about the different steps involved in forgiveness.
There is not a simple recipe that can be applied to every situa-
tion, each one is unique and needs a different approach. We
looked at the life of Jacob, both the positive and negative aspects
of his life. Sunday morning we spent time looking at the Psalm
103, and were invited to remember good memories as well as the
more negative ones. We then had a time of prayer in small groups,
during which, we really felt the presence of God. Victories were won
and real liberation was felt by a number of the women present.
A number had arrived with a “heavy heart” and left with a feeling
of joy and as if a weight had been lifted from them. “Oh my soul,
worship the Lord and don’t forget His goodness towards us”
Psalm 103,5.
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shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one
to another." It was rather shocking the statement of our speaker
Ksenija Magda that love is not the characteristic which the world
would attribute to Christians. What happened with the church
today who regularly reads these and similar words - by love shall
all men know you?

The theme is based on the chapter 13 of Gospel of John where
Jesus' symbolic act of washing disciples' feet is described. Jesus
gave a very clear example. This example is in the same time an
introduction to Jesus' testament to the apostles and a preparation
for the cross. A call to love is the first and recognizable charac-
teristic to one who belongs to Christ. Love is the foundation to
everything Christ is preparing to do for them/us in that moment. 
First of all, love is not a feeling, some butterflies in stomach,
happiness when we see someone. Our contemporary society sur-
rendered too much to these chemical reactions in our bodies.
Love starts in the security of our identity in God.

There were very practical instructions for us as Christians: there is
no task bellow dignity for a Christian, not after the great sacrifice
of Jesus on the cross. We try to "play so many roles" in our lives.
There is no role! There is only what we are in Christ and the
ministry He called us to and gave us talents to fulfill it.

Jesus teaches us, as His disciples then, to abandon our ideas and
accept His. Christians show their love to the world by loving those
who hate them, slander them, and even trying to take their lives. 
We're sure no one left empty or not being blessed. We saw in
action what means to believe in the living God who first loved us
(John 3,16), and because of that love we are capable to love one
another and spread God's love throughout the world.

WEST PACIFIC

larly warm welcome goes to all those women who are receiving
this newsletter for the first time (and there is quite a number of
you) – welcome to the family!  
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NORTH EAST MEETING

We met in the lovely old building of the Saint Vaast Abby the
30th and 31st March. Fourteen different churches were repre-
sented, we were some 90 women present. The theme chosen was
“Our intimate relation with God”. Jeanne Fombeur was the
speaker, who is responsible for a local group of prayer, and also
national co-ordinator for “Lydie Fellowship International”.

Over three sessions of teaching, she shared how she person-
ally lives her intimate prayer life with the Lord, which starts by
choosing to spend time with God and looking for His will in your
life. Before each message we were led in some moving times of
worship with a talented group of musicians. During these moments
of worship some ladies really felt the presence of God, and
received direct words and healing from the Lord.

All were in agreement that in one way or another, the Lord
had spoken to many of the women and it is with a joyful antici-
pation that we look forward to next year’s meeting.

Comité UFB France
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girls will be organising all the New Directions for Women's
Ministry in WA. Their magazine will be launched on June 2nd,
and July 28th is the date for the next Hyatt ”Refresh Me, Refine
Me”  Retreat.

New South Wales– The women from Windsor Baptist near
Sydney raised over $1000 for their Day of Prayer offering last year.
They have made it an ongoing yearly project with money boxes
to use throughout the year, along with the sale of goods on mar-
ket tables at women's meetings. The boxes are then all collected
during the Day of Prayer celebrations that are held at several dif-
ferent times and events. The number of churches participating
was up with 10 new churches participating and more men met
with the women than in the past, too. The drought is affecting the
entire state, with many parts of New South Wales on severe Level
5 water restrictions. The Murray-Darling river system, which is
one of Australia's major water systems supplying hundreds of
square miles of agricultural land and is also our major ”food
bowl” in Australia, is in imminent danger of drying up, with the
potential for the forced cancellation of all irrigation to crops.

Tasmania:
The Tasmanian women face the same problem as many other

churches across the Southern Continent do – how to get information

Greetings to our sisters and prayer partners in Europe, and
to Ewa Gutkowska, their President. I know many of you are cor-
responding with one another from our two continents – please
continue to pray regularly for our European sisters. I know they
pray for us every Monday.

There isn't a Baptist church in the Solomons at all, but
there are lots of Baptists who attend the evangelical churches
there. Unfortunately, the present unstable political climate in the
Solomons makes travel very unsafe for all but essential staff.  There
are Baptist churches in Vanuatu, but they are very scattered across
the hundreds of tiny islands there. Please pray for wisdom for me

as to the best and most ap-
propriate way to establish
BWUSWP relationships in
these two countries.

AUSTRALIA:
Please pray for rain for

our parched and arid land.
We are presently enduring
the worst drought in one
hundred years.

Queensland:
In my other role as Baptist State President, I have just

completed a 4-week, 7.000 kilometers tour of the state, visiting
as many of the churches (26 in total) as I could fit in. I had some
great fellowship everywhere I travelled, and I used the wonderful
opportunity to promote the South West Pacific and BWUSWP
as I went. For some churches, it was the first time they heard
anything about our wider church family, and a number of churches
have said they will be celebrating the Baptist World Day of
Prayer in November this year for the first time.

We are still praying for someone to take on the role of
BWUSWP representative here in Queensland. Though the trop-
ical north of our state is luxuriantly green and well-watered, we
are also still praying for rain in the south.  The South-east of the
state is under Level 5 water restrictions, heading for Level 6
(whatever that may mean) in September.

NEW ZEALAND:
”Seeing With New Eyes – Women.” is the theme of this year's

Auckland Baptist Women's event on May 12th. We have an
incredible programme this year, with an afternoon including a
fashion parade with a biblical twist,  an international bazaar fea-
turing items from Freeset, CJ Jewellery, Papua New Guinea and
the BWUSWP's Pacific flavoured cookbook, with an elegant
celebration dinner before the evening's three key note amazing
speakers' says committee co-ordinator Olwyn Dixon. In the after-
noon we will be looking at women through new eyes as a selection
of women at different stages of their lives (a teenager, a Baptist
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production. Please pray for this initiative to be used by God to
spread the Gospel in Fiji and to provide and income fo struggling
families.Following the military coup there last year, road blocks
have become a way of life for the Fijians, particularly in Suva, the
capital. Tourism, almost the lifeblood of the country, is suffering
badly, with hundreds of people having lost their jobs. Several
western countries have suspended their financial aid to Fiji caus-
ing a severe economical depression there – even the civil servants
have been forced to take a significant reduction in income, while
many families have no income at all and there is no social securi-
ty. For an up-to-date of what is happening there, you can log on
to www.fijilive.com or www.fijivillage.com On the good side, cor-
ruption in some higher places has been exposed and dealt with.
Please pray for the country, that infighting will cease, that peace
will be restored, and that the Christians there will have a positive
influence on the community at large.

For your meditation(Unknown source):
On the evening of a young man's graduation,

his rich father sat him down for a heart-to-heart
talk. The son was excited as he fully expected his
father to present him with his dream – a beautiful
sports car. His father complimented him on his
years of study and his ultimate graduation. He
made a point of telling his son that he loved him

deeply, then he handed his son a beautifully wrapped gift box
and said, ”Happy Graduation my son.” Disappointment flooded
the son as he opened the box. Inside he found an expensive
leather-bound Bible engraved with his name. His disappoint-
ment turned to anger and the son shouted at his father, ”With all
your money, how could you just give me a Bible?” The son
stormed out of the house leaving the Bible on an end table – he
never returned to that house or his father.
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The women continue to be very concerned for the young
people who  leave the villages to go to school in the city and are
exposed todrugs and alcohol and diseases like TB and AIDS.
Many parents have lost children in these situations. Please pray
for them. Pray too that the general standard of health care in the
village clinics will improve and that there will be an adequate
supply of medicines available. Pray for the women who move to
the towns and live in very poor conditions and sometimes turn to
prostitution to survive.

PAPUA NEW GUINEA:
We praise God for the money that has been given for the

birthing huts in PNG – much of it has come from a group of
women in America and from a deceased estate in Western Australia.
The plan is to build a total of one thousand huts across the country,
and Kaa Simon (the President of the PNG Baptist Women) is
presently searching out appropriate water tanks that will be
attached to each hut, as the local water supply  in some areas is
often difficult to access quickly.

Please pray for safety for the women of PNG. Many did not
attend Day of Prayer celebrations last year, as savage tribal
fighting across the country has made it unsafe to travel. 

FIJI:
A few years, money from the Day of Prayer was raised for the

”Dorcas Project” – a sewing project in Fiji. A  suitable building
has been found and renovated and the whole project will be
dedicated early in May. The industrial sewing machine and the
woman to use it have been commissioned, several bolts of mate-
rial have been purchased, and even before the building has been
dedicated and opened, several orders have already come in for
sheets, pillow cases and bedroom curtains. As the business grows,
more machines and machinists will be employed to expand the
